THE PROMOTIONAL MOVIE

Requirements specified in the brief

Will it capture the attention of 11-14
year olds?

There is a good chance that it will.

Does it explain what can be found on
the web pages?

Yes.

Does it use a combination of multimedia
assets?

Yes, it combines text and images with a sound track.

Does it run without user interaction?

Yes.

Does it run for no longer than 2
minutes?

Yes, it’s within the time limit.

Expectations

Can users view the movie without help?

Yes, it only requires the user to click the link.

Will it persuade 11-14 year olds to look
at the web pages?

Yes, we think it will.

Does it run using a common plug-in?

Yes, it plays in WMP.

To what extent are the underlying
processes of design, development,
testing and preparation of assets
reflected in this product?

The link to the movie storyboard does not work so
the design process can only be inferred. Relevant
and appropriate images are used. Timings and
content indicate that some testing was carried out.
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THE WEB PAGES

Requirements specified in the brief

Are there five web pages?

Yes.

Is there a clear home page?

Yes, but it focuses on ‘Home Page’ rather than on
the purpose of the website. Some scrolling is
required to see the whole page.

Is there an introductory page that links to
the other pages?

Yes, and the text attempts to encourage the user
to take a look at the other pages. Scrolling is
required to reach the links.

Are suitable thumbnails used for the links
on the introductory page?

Linked images don’t display on the introduction
page.

Are there three different topic pages?

Yes - smoking, exercise and healthy eating.

Does each topic page include:

o a link to an external website about the
topic

a link to the home page

three facts about the topic

advice for young people

a suitable image

Yes, apart from the fact that the healthy eating
page has a number of tips, but has no facts and
the images don’t display.

Expectations

Does the home page persuade 11-14 year | Not really.

Do you think the pages will encourage
them to think about their wellbeing?

There is some attempt, but it’s difficult to judge
without the images.

Is the language suitable for 11-14 year
olds?

It’s OK.

Are the multimedia assets suitable?

It’s impossible to tell.

Are the pages easy to navigate? Do all the
links go where they’re supposed to?

Yes, it is easy to move around.

Is the font and colour scheme conducive to
on-screen viewing?

It’s possible to read everything.

Are the pages consistent?

The layout is inconsistent although there is some
attempt to use the same font and colour scheme.
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THE WEB PAGES

Requirements specified in the brief

To what extent are the underlying
processes of design, development, testing
and preparation of assets reflected in this
product?

There is little to suggest that the storyboard was
used to create the web pages and the structure
chart does not reflect the pathways. Many images
are not visible.

There is little evidence of testing, the pages are
not functional.

THE PRESENTATION

Requirements specified in the brief

Does it include 6 slides?

Yes.

Does it include different types of
multimedia assets?

Images and text.

Does it include the topics specified?

¢ you and your friends - what do you
eat? is it healthy or unhealthy?
¢ what makes a balanced diet?

¢ how can students of your age improve
their eating habits?

Yes it covers all these.

Has a master slide been used?

Yes.

Expectations

Does it work as a presentation?

Just about, but some of the text is hard to read
and some of the transitions are irritating.

Is it suitable for the target audience - the
student’s peers?

It is very text heavy.

Is it suitable for viewing on a laptop or
projected onto a screen?

Yes.

Are the assets appropriate?

The images are relevant but not particularly
appealing.

Is the language suitable for the audience?

It’s OK, but there is a lot of it!

Is the font and colour scheme conducive
to on-screen viewing

Some slides are better than others, the text is not
very easy to read, but this is partly due to the font
size.
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THE PRESENTATION

Requirements specified in the brief

To what extent are the underlying
processes of design, development, testing
and preparation of assets reflected in this
product?

There is little evidence of preparation of assets,
with clipart being used in the main.

It works so some testing can be inferred, but
doubtful that it was tested fully on the relevant
age group. Some of the images don’t match the
text.

And finally

To what extent do the products work as a
set to promote the Energise Your Life
campaign?

The content indicates some awareness, but
multimedia assets are limited and do not really
link the products.

Has the student taken the intended
purpose of each product into account and
gained permission where necessary to use
assets?

It is not clear that Georgie has complied with legal
requirements. These products are intended for use
in a public place and, therefore, permission to use
copyrighted material would need to be obtained.

How much guidance did the student need
for this strand?

No significant guidance.

What degree of SOAP do they demonstrate
(limited, some, reasonable, good)?

Some.

Georgie has demonstrated some awareness of audience and purpose by producing a complete set
of products which meets most of the specified requirements and incorporates some appropriate
features. The movie is particularly good, the website and presentation are weaker.

She achieves 5 marks for this strand.

Strand (b) Design

To what extent did the storyboard and

structure chart inform the development of

the web pages?

The structure chart does not show all the links.

The design work for the web pages was produced
up-front.

To what extent did the storyboard inform
the development of the movie (timings,
scenes, assets)?

There is no design for the movie.

To what extent did the storyboard inform
the development of the presentation?

The level of detail and the retrospective
comments on the storyboard for the presentation
suggest that it might have been produced after the
event.

Overall, are the designs detailed enough
to allow someone else to visualise what
the final products will be like?

No.

How well has the student commented on
their design decisions?

There’s not much evidence of use of feedback.

Overall, are any up-front designs detailed
enough to give an indication of what the
final products will be like?

No, and no real evidence that designs were used.

And finally

How much guidance did the student need
for this strand?

No significant guidance.

Has the student independently gone
beyond the basic requirements of the
brief in order to enhance the outcomes?

Apart from some information about the topics
there is no evidence of this.

What degree of awareness of audience
and intended purpose is demonstrated?

Some.

Georgie has carried out some up-front design work, but some is retrospective and the movie

design is missing altogether.

She achieves 3 marks for this strand.
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Strand (c) Collect, edit and create assets

Has the student provided some
information about the assets used and
their sources? Is it relevant?

Yes

Has the student respected copyright and
gained permission where necessary?

Not in all cases.

Is there a good variety of appropriate
multimedia assets in the eportfolio?

There is a range.

Have the assets been prepared
appropriately for use in the products?

There is no real evidence of editing, use of clipart
is restrictive.

And finally

Has the student independently gone
beyond the basic requirements of the
brief in order to enhance the outcomes?

No.

How much guidance did the student need
for this strand?

No significant guidance.

What degree of awareness of intended
purpose is demonstrated (limited, some,
reasonable)?

Some.

Georgie has worked independently to gather a range of assets for use in the products,
demonstrating some awareness of audience and purpose. However, she does not seem to have

done much - if any - preparation of assets.

She achieves 4 marks for this strand.

No evidence and it seems unlikely.

She achieves 1 mark for this strand.

She achieves 5 marks for this strand.

Georgie has produced a basic eportfolio that allows access to most of the required evidence
using the Moderator’s Toolkit. It is mostly functional.
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Strand (f) End of project review

suggestions for improvement?

Yes, and there are some sensible suggestions for
improvement.

Does the review include comments on
the underlying processes and on their
own performance? Are there suggestions
for improvement?

It varies, some is unrealistic but some of the
problems are mentioned.
